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Within a Christian author’s book, I once read a very provocative statement about Jesus. 

JESUS WAS EITHER A LIAR, A LUNATIC, OR IS LORD. This is not a slur or a knock 

against Jesus….but upon close review, it is an absolute truth. Jesus claimed to be the very Son of 
God, who existed with the Father and the Holy Spirit before the beginning of time. Either Jesus:  

▪ Intentionally lied to us about this 
▪ Was deranged (crazy) in actually believing this was true 
▪ Is indeed the very Son Of God …. and should be the Lord (Master) of our lives. 

With Augusta being famous worldwide as being the home of the Master’s Golf Championship, 
consider these New Testament references to the eternal meanings of the word…. Master.

are perishing!” Then He arose and rebuked the wind and the raging of 

the water. And they ceased, and there was a calm.”

Jesus, “Master, it is good for us to be here; and let us make three 

tabernacles: one for You, one for Moses, and one for Elijah”—not 

knowing what he said.” 
 

John 15:15 
“No longer do I call you servants, for a servant does not know what 

his master is doing; but I have called you friends, for all things that I 

heard from My Father I have made known to you.” 
Ephesians 

6:9 
“And you, masters, do the same things to them, giving up 

threatening, knowing that your own Master also is in heaven, and 

there is no partiality with Him.” 
John 13: 

13-14 

13 “You call Me Master and Lord, and you say well, for so I am. 14 If I 

then, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to 

wash one another’s feet.”
